How Did We Start?

Safobaksh Crisis Center was officially established in 2003 at Kulyab, although the team of like-minded people started working on the problems of domestic violence from 1994. The Center was organized by 2 ladies. That was just our organization, which was the initiator of working with women-victims of domestic violence, combating with violence in the families. We have been heard not only by public, like-minded people, but even by International organizations and have been awarded grants, which strengthened significantly our organization.

Our Goals

Center experts provide social, psychological, legal consulting for women suffered from domestic violence. When necessary they provide advocates for the women in the legal proceedings. Center staff organizes and conducts training on these topics for different groups of population: Safobakhsh provide consultative and methodological assistance to women organizations of Kulyab region to establish Crisis Centers for women within their organizations.

Safobakhsh CC staff has carried out some activities relate to public awareness on violence, as a global problem and provision assistance to the victims of violence. Eight thousand patients in total have been received. From total number of women referred to the crisis center, 56% was emotional population, 16%  - an economic one, 5,5% - sexual, 45,7%  - mental, 8,8% - physical, 8,8% - use of men privileges.

One of the main directions the Safobakhsh CC is oriented on is a problem of domestic violence. Public awareness on domestic violence though the mobile group to establish non-violence relationship in the society. Elimination of negative impact of domestic violence and teaching on appropriate behavior when violence occurs:

suffered from violence, efficient legal consultation, protection of their rights and interests at legal processes.

Our activity is rather diverse. However, all these activities are subject to the common goal, which is making world better, more secured and happy to make true an idea of violence free society. 

Management and decision making processes in our Crisis Center is built on the principles of justice and integrity.

Crisis Center Principles 
1. Confidentiality

The stories of the victims are their stories only. Disclosure of a woman story is not only ethical, but it is on more violence against her right for the private life and personality.

2. Equality and common respect

Our Crisis Center is not aimed to save women from the danger, but to listen to them and tell them on possible ways to resolve their problem. Power and control are the roots of violence. We make our best to return women ability to control their life and make their own choice. 

3. Democracy

The goal is cessation of violence occurs as a result of patriarchal relationships in the society.

4. Ethic Code

Includes rules of work, management philosophy and consultants guidance.
