Rape and other forms of sexual violence have a destructive effect on women’s lives. Those women affected by interpersonal violence – of which rape is often a part – suffer the same pain and abjection and experience the same threats as victims of other forms of violence. On top of this, many do not receive any emotional support from anybody, and therefore have to face on their own the widespread myths and prejudices, namely that the woman is responsible if her intimate partner abuses her. In Hungary, the government and the state’s forensic and criminal investigation bodies have much work to do if they want to stand up against the prejudices that make it difficult for those who have experienced rape and other forms of sexual violence to get legal redress and remedy. With the participants of the roundtable discussion, we will discus the current practice, jurisdiction/laws and possibilities for change.
