Calculating the GPA

The GPA is calculated as the total grade points (numerical equivalent x credits) divided by the total credits hours. Term GPA is used to determine the Dean’s List and academic warning; cumulative GPA is used to determine probation and dismissal (see sections below).

PLEASE NOTE: A grade of “TZ” does not calculate into the GPA, but will be considered as a grade of “F” for academic standing purposes.

Dean’s List- 

Students who earn a term grade point average of 3.500 or higher, with a minimum of 12 credits with letter grades (e.g., not pass/fail) and no incomplete grades are recognized in the Dean’s List. A notation is made on the student’s transcript, and students are notified by mail.

Academic warning

A student not subject to probation or dismissal is sent a letter of warning after any term in which her grade point average is below 1.951. In the following term, the student is limited to a course load of no more than 16 credits (including E-credited courses). 

Academic probation

A student is placed on academic probation when her cumulative grade point average is at or below the figure below:

While on academic probation, a student is limited to a course load of no more than 16 credits, including E-credited courses, and must meet any other conditions imposed by the Student Academic Affairs Committee. This may include regular attendance at all classes, meeting with an assigned dean or counselor, and participation in an academic workshop.

A written notice of probationary status is sent to the permanent address of record as well as to the campus Post Office address at the completion of the semester. A change of grade or summer school grade does not automatically remove a student from probation. A student who would be on probation for a third consecutive semester is subject to dismissal from the college. 

The number of terms used to calculate probation level includes semesters spent at other colleges or universities.

Dismissal/Separation

A student may be dismissed from the college if one or more of the following apply:

1. Overall Grade Point Average- A student is dismissed from the college if her overall grade point average is at or below the figure listed:

A student not previously on probation may be dismissed from the college if the cumulative GPA falls at or below the standards listed.

2. Third semester of Probation- A student who would be on probation (see previous section) for a third consecutive semester is subject to dismissal from the college. 

3. Violation of Probation Conditions- A student who has not met one or more of the probation conditions set by the Student Academic Affairs from a previous semester is subject to automatic dismissal.

A student dismissed from the college may appeal, in writing, to the Student Academic Affairs Committee. Grounds for appeal include changes in grade, technical error, or extenuating circumstances. All explanations provided in the appeal must be properly documented (e.g., letters from faculty members verifying grade changes or from health professionals). The decision of the committee is final.

Please Note: A change of grade or summer school grade does not automatically remove a student from probation. The number of terms used to calculate probation level includes semesters spent at other colleges or universities.
