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I>Clicker Quizzes
How the quizzes will work:

Starting on September 19, two multiple choice i>Clicker quiz questions will be presented in each lecture.  These questions will usually be based on the reading assigned for that lecture.  The first quiz question will be presented about 10 minutes after the start of the lecture; the second quiz question will be presented at the end of the lecture.

How the quizzes will be graded:

For each correct answer, you will get 2 quiz points.  For each incorrect answers, you will get 1 quiz point.  If you do not answer a question at all, because you are not in the room or have forgotten to bring your i>Clicker, you will get 0 quiz points.  Since quiz questions will be presented in 22 lectures, the maximum number of quiz points you can earn during the semester is 88.  The following table indicates how your quiz score will be mapped onto the 40-0 grading system used in this course.  Note that you can get a grade of 40 (the highest possible grade) with 72 quiz points.  This means that you can miss FOUR lectures and still get the highest possible grade.  Those are your four “free passes”.  Use them wisely.  
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
